projects that come through our program.  The Practicum students work directly with clients 
from the district and industry to gain experience and build their portfolio.

recruiting videos, these students gain valuable industry experience working with real-world 
clients.  Over the course of the semester the students are required to produce a film to be 

submitted to film festivals or Skills USA.  Clients in this class in the past have included 
Mansfield Methodist Hospital, Leadership Mansfield, Mansfield Chamber of Commerce and 

other community members.  This class will take a field trip to two local universities that offer 
outstanding programs in the Radio, Television and Film program of study.
